It is hard to find truly “model” animal control ordinances, since every community is dif-
ferent and has different needs. With that said, this appendix comprises some resolutions, 
statutes and ordinances that have specific provisions that we think will help you formulate 
comprehensive and responsible animal control ordinances to help protect people and pets. 
When drafting an ordinance, remember that your ultimate goal should be to help achieve a 
safe and humane community for both pets and humans.

The appendix also contains a listing of states with provisions against breed discrimination 
and some information on ordinances that can be passed to limit the impact of puppy and 
kitten mills on shelters and communities.
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
